Edge Perfect Blade™ Idea Sheet

Eyelash Hat and Mittens

Girls of all ages will love this eyelash trimmed hat and mitten set.

Pattern: Beanie Style Hat and Three Piece Mittens from
Ultimate Polarfleece® Pizzazz book

Fabric: Polartec® 200 from Malden Mills
1/3 yard will make both hat and mittens

Notions:

Edge Perfect Blade™

Thread to match fabric

1/2 yard 3/8” elastic

Eyelash or other decorative yarn - 16 Yards

Large Blunt Point Tapestry Needle - Size 18, 20 or 22
Optional for Crochet Edge: Size F, G or H Crochet hook
Note: If you don’t know how to crochet, a simple whip stitch can also be used.

Cutting: Fig. 1
Cut one hat on fold, eliminate buttonholes, casing and
ribbon

Cut two upper palms

Cut two mitten backs and two lower palms on the
Hemmed View Cutting Line

Hat

After cutting out hat and before stitching, place the hat
on a rotary mat and run the Edge Perfect Blade 1/2"
from the raw edge. Fig. 1

Stitch Front and Back Darts according to book instructions.
With right sides together, pin center dart as in Fig. 2. Stitch
from the center front and stop 3” from the hem. Clip the
seam allowance. Fig. 2A

With wrong sides together, pin the remaining seam together
and stitch from the clip to the hem. Fig. 3

Finish the hat hem as on the next page.




Mittens

Stitch upper palm to lower palm following the
directions in the book. Stitch palm pieces to back as in
Step 2. Before applying the elastic, place each mitten
on the rotary cutting mat and run the Edge Perfect
Blade 1/2" from the raw edge. Fig. 4

Apply elastic and finish stitching the back to the palm
pieces.

Finish the mitten lower edges as follows.

Crochet

Begin to crochet at the center back by pulling
a single loop through the first hole created by
the Edge Perfect Blade. Leave a 3" — 4" tall.
Crochet a single crochet in each hole
continuing round until you reach the starting
point. Finish the hat with a single crochet
through the first stitch. Cut a 3” tail. Knot the
starting and ending tails together and pull tails
under the previous crochet stitches and trim
excess as necessary. Repeat for each mitten
hem.

Handstitching

Cut one or two pieces* of yarn approx 1%
yards long and thread through the tapestry
needle. Starting at the center back, pull the
yarn through the first hole leaving a 4" tail.
Whipstitch the yarn through the holes cut by
the Edge Perfect Blade. When you reach the
starting point, clip a 4” tail. Tie the starting tail
to the ending tail and pull the tails under the
whipstitching to hide. Trim excess yarn.
Repeat for each hem.

Pattie’s Tip; Use two pieces of yarn for more
fullness.
