Pattern: Great Copy #420 Pullovers and A-Shaped
Skirt

Shown is the Trim Fit view. The Classic Fit can be
made if a roomier fit is desired.

Fabric: lightweight Polartec® 100 from Malden Mills
Velour, interlock and other stretch knits can also be
used. Use fabric with at least 25% stretch.

Notions:

Edge Perfect Blade™ )
Thread to match fabric Fig. 1
Handstitched edges:

Eyelash or other decorative yarn: 6to 12 Yards

Large Blunt Point Tapestry Needle: Size 18, 20 or 22 Stretch
Crocheted Edge:

Size F, G or H Crochet hook

Eyelash or other decorative yarn: 20 Yards

Cutting:

Cut one back on fold, one front on fold and two sleeves as per pattern
Cut one collar 6” wide by the length indicated on the

pattern with the stretch the length of the collar. Fig. 1 Fig. 2

Note: The turtleneck collar will be single layer instead of
double layer. This reduces bulk and the raw edge will be :
contained in the yarn trim. Neck Edge -~

Construction:

Stabilize shoulder seams and stitch or serge together.

Place the collar on a rotary cutting mat. Using a ruler, run

the Edge Perfect Blade 1/2" from the raw edge as shown
in Fig. 2.

Trim 1” from sleeve hem. Fig. 3 Place Fig. 4
the sleeve hem on a rotary cutting mat.

Using a ruler, run the Edge Perfect A 7
Blade 1/2" from the raw edge as shown ; ° .
in Fig. 4. Repeat for the other sleeve. ‘, i
