A Note on Fit: This pattern has a tapered waist. Check the finished width
at the hem against your high hip measurement. For most people, the side
seam needs to be straightened for the best fit.

Cutting:
Eliminate facings. Cut one vest back on fold and two vest fronts.

Use Wonder Tape to hold the zipper in place and stitch as per
pattern, Jacket Step 1. Bring the zipper tape to the wrong side of b
the fabric. Topstitch the entire length of the vest front 1/4" from the S
